Subject: Banning usage of plastic articles in Sri Chamarajendra Zoological           
                          Gardens (Mysore Zoo), Ittigegudu, Mysore.


Read: 1. Environment (Protection) Act, 1986.

Preamble:



Sri Chamarajendra Zoological Gardens (popular known as “Mysore Zoo”) is located in Mysore, Karnataka State. It is one of the Oldest and finest zoos of India spread over an area of 100 acres. Karanji Lake forms a part of the Zoos. The main objective of the zoo is to provide conservation, education and information on animal biology and behavior to the visitors. The zoo is also a place of study, research and documentation. Hundreds of people visit the zoo every day and it is a major attraction.


There has been a rapid increase in use of “Use and Throw” plastic articles such as plastic carry bags, plates, cups/tumblers, spoons, forks, straws by the visitors to the Sri Chamarajendra Zoological Gardens (Mysore Zoo). Mysore. These plastic articles are non-biodegradable and accumulation of plastic waste poses serious problems in management of waste inside the zoo. Careless disposal of the plastic articles clogs drains, blocks porosity of the soil and disturbs soil microbial activity thereby causing soil pollution. The obstructs ground water recharge. The wildlife consumes thin plastics along with foodstuffs and chokes to their death. The use of said plastics articles inside the zoo is injurious to wildlife and its environment.

Under Section 5 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 the powers have been vested with the State Government to issue direction directions in writing to any person officer or any authority and such person, officer or authority shall be bound to comply with such directions. Hence the order.

In the circumstances explained in the preamble and in exercise of the powers under Section 5 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986, the Government hereby directs the Member Secretary, Zoo Authority of Karnataka, Mysore to take all necessary steps to ban usage of plastic articles such as carry bags (irrespective of thickness and sizey, plates, cups/tumblers, spoons, forks, straws by any person inside the Sri Chamarajendra Zoological Gardens (Mysore Zoo), Mysore.

This direction shall come into effect immediately, Non-compliance of the directions shall attract provisions in accordance with Section 15 and Section 17 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986,

The Member Secretary, Zoo Authority of Karnataka is directed to furnish the action taken by way of monthly reports to the Secretary (Environment & Ecology), Department of Forest, Ecology and Environment regularly.
